1— Keep the furnace area clear and free of combus-
tible material, gasoline, and other flammable va-
pors and liquids. If installed in an insulated area,
furnace must be kept free ofinsulating material. In-
sulating material may be combustible. Inspect fur-
hace venting system to make sure it is in place,

physically sound, and without holes, corrosion, or
blockage. Inspect furnace return air duct connec-
tion to ensure duct is sealed to the furnace and ter-
minates outside the space containing the furnace.
Inspect the physical support of the furnace to guar-
antee that it is sound without sagging, ¢racks or
gaps around base and it maintains a seal between
base and support.

G20RE and G20RXE units are equipped with an intermittent
pilot igniion system. Do not attempt to manually light pilots
on these furnaces. Each time thermostat calls for heat, the
pilot will be automatically lit. The pilot does not burn when
there is no call for heat on units with electronic ignition.

Filters

G20RE and G20RXE series units are equipped with two

permanent internal filters which should be inspected

monthly and cleaned when necessary to assure proper
furnace operation. See table 1 for filter sizes. Use the
following procedure and figure 4 to clean filter.

1— Turn off electrical power to furnace.

2— Remaove upper access panel.

3— Remove filter access door.

4— Lift ieft side filter over left support angle.

5— Rotate filter sideways and pull it through the filter
access opening.

6— Fult the second filter out the same way as the first.

7— Wash filters with warm water and mild detergent.
When dry, filters should be sprayed with filter han-
dicoater before replacing. Filter Handicoater is RP
products coating ho. 418 and is available as
L.ennox part no. P—8—-5069.

8- Replace filters blower access panel and upper ac-
cess panel and restore power to unit.

9— If necessary, replace fiters with permanent fiter of like
kind and size. DO NOT replace with disposable fiter.

BLOWER

Check and clean blower wheel for any debris. Blower
motor is prelubricated for extended bearing life. No fur-
ther lubrication is needed.

PILOT AND BURNER FLAME

2— Burrier Flame — — Startburnerand allow to operate
for a few minutes to establish normal burning con-
ditions. Check burner flame by observation. Flame
should be predominantly blue in ¢olor, strong in
appearance and should rise directly from the
burner ports in the heat exchanger. Check to see
that flame is burning from all continueus ribbon
ports and that flame does not impinge on the sides
of the heat exchanger. See figure 6.

VENTING SYSTEM INSPECTION
Annually (before heating season) inspect furnace vent-
ing system, draft hood, vent cap, heat exchanger, burn-
ers and pilot for corrosion, deterioration, or deposits of
dehris. Remove any obstructions.

Contact your Lennox dealer for a periodic unit inspec-
tion by a qualified service technician.

BLOCKED VENT SHUT—-OFF SYSTEM

Your Lennox furnace is equipped with a blocked vent
shut—off switch and a flame roll—out switch. The blocked
vent shut—off switch shuts off the gas supply to the fur-
nace in the event of flue or vent blockage. The flame roll—
out switch shuts off the gas supply to the furnace ifthere is
a blockage of the heat exchanger. If the furnace fails to op-
erate due to the functioning of either of these safety
switches, DO NOT attempt to place the furnace into oper-
ation. Contact a qualified service person.

SERVICE REMINDER

Call your Lennox service technician if unitis inoperative.
Before calling, always check the following to be sure
service is required.

1— Check to see that electrical disconnect switches
are ON.

2— Check room thermostat for proper setting.

3— Replace any blown fuses or reset circuit breakers.
4— Gas valve should be ON.

5— Air filter should not be plugged limiting air flow.
6— Is gas turned on at meter?

7-- Is manual main shut—off valve open?
